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Special Inscription of Dharwad Taluka

In reorganizing the History of Karnataka Dharwad plays is
important role. Dhrawad is the culture center of all activities.

The name of Dharwad appear in the inscription 12th century which is
found in DurgaDevi Temple, in Someshwar Tmeple of Narendra in
Dharwad Taluka and Someshar Temple of Managundi villege 10 km
away from Dharwad and Inscription found in Hombala.

This Taluka has 4 Hobnails Sculpture means a creation of something or
an imaginary creation of an artist.

Inscription and sculpture may appear as part of the same thing. But
when we go through the things with an insight we find differences.

We can find verities in sculpture and inscriptions presently, we can find
Shaiva Sculpture inscriptions,Vaishanva Dana Inscriptions, Jain
inscriptions, Turugoal Sculptures, Mahasati sculpture and Nishidi
sculptures.

Charity Inscriptions

There are the types of charities according to Agnipuran. Such type of
sculptures  are  found in  Kallapur. Mugad, Singanalli,
Kadabagatti, Amminabhavi, Kotabagi and Madanbavi in Dharwad
Taluka.

Jain Inscriptions and sculptures.

Usually in Jain sculptures we can find of Tirathankars sitting in
different Asanas and we can find Sun and Moon on both the sides of
sculptures. This kind of sculpture is found in Amminabavi Basadi.

Turungol of Inscreption and sculptures.

Turungol means in Sanskrit “Gograhan” The duty of the brave was to
Protect, the ladies and towns. They fought without caring for their life.
The sculpture and inscriptions depict their work done.

Tiger haunting

In Bogur villege of Dharwad Taluka there is a sculpture showing the

man fighting with the tiger. There is no description about the time and
Situation.

Mahasati Sculptures

Mabhasati sculptures indicate the death of the wife, dying on the day
of the death of her husband by jumping in fire,Secondly the husband
dies in some other place, When the news is received the wife enters in
the fire and dies.Such type of Sculptures with no inscriptions are found
in Managundi, Kallapur,Harobelavadi and Kotur of Dharwad Taluka.

Nishidhi Shasan or Sculpture

This sculpture indicate the death of a saint or sage, who invites death
and dies. The sculpture shows that a Tirathankar is sitting and other
man is listening to him. This kind of sculpture is found in Garag and
Narendra villege s of Dharwad Taluka.
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
